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Governor’s Award Southwest District

2009-2010 Award Criteria

“Make Time to Make a Difference” is the focus for the 2009-2010 club year.  Your club is encouraged to implement this program and earn the “Governor’s Award” by completing the following criteria.

1. Service is our focus for 2009-2010.  Clubs will receive points commensurate with their average                    of service hours per member based on Kiwanis International Certified Numbers.  (i.e. 1 hour                     per member = 1 point, 2 hours per member = 2 points, up to a maximum of  10 points)



2. Clubs achieving a net growth based on Kiwanis International Certified Numbers of three new         members will receive 10 points; net growth of 2 = 5 points; net growth of 1 = 2 points.



3. Assign a Southwest District Foundation Club Chairman who will directly interact with their            respective Southwest District Foundation Division Director. (10 points)





4. Kiwanis International Foundation Annual Club Gift Contribution as verified by the Kiwanis        International Foundation report:  $6 per member = 10 points; $5 per member = 5 points.   


5. Sponsor a Service Leadership Program:  K-Kids, Builders, Key Club, CKI or Aktion.   (5 points                         for one sponsorship, 10 points for two or more sponsorships)






6. Charter a new Service Leadership Program:  K-Kids, Builders, Key Club, CKI or Aktion.  (10                       points for one new charter, 20 points for two or more new charters) 





7. Contribute to Southwest District Foundation (new sustaining member; purchase a blazer or                            a Kachina or make any other cash donation, as verified by Foundation reports).  Any 1 = 5                    points.  Each additional contribution = 5 bonus points up to a maximum of 15 bonus points.


8. Attend the District Convention and Midwinter Conference as verified by registration lists.                             (5 points each).  Attend the Las Vegas International Convention.  (5 bonus points)



9. Conduct a minimum of one “Young Children: Priority One” project.  (5 points).  Sponsor a                    Terrific Kids or BUGS program.  (5 points maximum)  Verification by monthly reports.  



10.  
Sponsor a new Kiwanis Club (Classic, Young Professional, Internet, or 3 – 2 – 1).  (20 points)
